NCYC List of Things to Bring

Participant Checklist


It is important to pack light and simple. You will be carrying your own bags. You will only have your own seat to put items on. Your luggage will be stored in the lower compartments of the bus. You may bring a backpack for the bus.

Clothing: 

· Comfortable clothes for the bus ride / casual clothes for the conference.  Dress in layers for indoors and outside.  Weather will be chilly with possible rain.  
· Rain gear and a light jacket… you will be walking outdoors
Other:

· Multiple appropriate face masks - should have two (2) or more layers of breathable fabric, which completely cover the nose and mouth, are secured under the chin, fit snuggly against the face without gaps, and have a nose wire to prevent air leaking from the top of the mask. Face shields alone, masks with exhalation valves, single-layer bandannas, bandannas that open below the chin, single-layer gaiters, scarves, and costume masks are unacceptable.
· Hand sanitizer

· $4 per participant to cover tips (at least $2 per person for the bus driver tip, due on the bus Thursday morning, and at least $2 per person for housekeeping, to be left in your room when checking out on Sunday morning) (THIS WAS INCLUDED IN YOUR ORIGINAL FEE SO ST COLETTE WILL TAKE CARE OF BUS TIP AND HOUSEKEEPING TIP)
· Toiletries

· Comfortable shoes

· Any special prescriptions or medications

· Money for meals & beverages – we recommend you bring about $100 for meals and extra drinks or snacks. Meals that you will need to bring money for are highlighted. 

· Light breakfast and a bottle of water will be provided before the bus ride on the way to IN.  If you choose to bring anything else for the bus, all beverages need to have screw tops.  No cans please. 
· Breakfasts are provided at the hotel every day. 

· Lunch on Thursday and Sunday will be at fast food type restaurants on the road. 

· Dinner on Thursday is a Panera box lunch that was included in your original fee. 

· Lunches on Friday and Saturday will be preordered – you will receive an order form for those and it will include the amount you will owe for them, which you will pay for in cash on the first day of the trip. 

· Dinner on Saturday is from Buffalo Wild Wings. Dinner on Friday is still TBD but will be a similar type of restaurant. 

· Optional money for t-shirts, souvenirs, snacks, extra drinks
· Personal water bottle (to fill before leaving the hotel each morning)

· Bible
What everyone might want to bring:

· Book/homework (long bus ride)           



· Playing cards

· Personal music/earbuds
· Earplugs (for noise reduction in bedrooms, on the bus, in the stadium etc.) 
· Trading items from Detroit and/or Michigan (pins, stickers, etc.)
What to put all of your belongings into…

· One bag to be stored in the lower compartment of the bus – as compact as possible

· Any liquid hygiene supplies – put in plastic baggies

· Carry-on bag/backpack for the bus/conference
Things to leave behind…

· Expensive articles

· Portable (not for personal listening) sound systems, handheld electronic games
· Tobacco products (including vaping products), illegal drugs and alcohol
